GOSPEL Luke 18:9-17

Here is an example of someone who appeared to live a God-lived life but was living for himself.
The one who trusted in the life God lived for him went home to live a truly God-lived life.

° To some who were confident of their own righteousness and looked
down on everyone else, Jesus told this parable: '° “Two men went up to
the temple to pray, one a Pharisee and the other a tax collector. ' The
Pharisee stood by himself and prayed: ‘God, | thank you that | am not like
other people—robbers, evildoers, adulterers—or even like this tax
collector. ' | fast twice a week and give a tenth of all | get.’

13 “But the tax collector stood at a distance. He would not even look
up to heaven, but beat his breast and said, ‘God, have mercy on me, a
sinner.’

144 tell you that this man, rather than the other, went home justified
before God. For all those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and
those who humble themselves will be exalted.”
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1> People were also bringing babies to Jesus for him to place his hands
on them. When the disciples saw this, they rebuked them. '® But Jesus
called the children to him and said, “Let the little children come to me,
and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of God belongs to such as
these. '’ Truly | tell you, anyone who will not receive the kingdom of God
like a little child will never enter it.

BIBLE STUDY

2 CHRONICLES 34:1-2, 14-21, 29-33

' Josiah was eight years old when he became king, and he reigned in Jerusalem
thirty-one years. 2 He did what was right in the eyes of the LORD and followed the
ways of his father David, not turning aside to the right or to the left.

4 While they were bringing out the money that had been taken into the temple of
the LORD, Hilkiah the priest found the Book of the Law of the LORD that had been
given through Moses. '° Hilkiah said to Shaphan the secretary, “I have found the
Book of the Law in the temple of the LORD.” He gave it to Shaphan.

6 Then Shaphan took the book to the king and reported to him: “Your officials
are doing everything that has been committed to them. ' They have paid out the
money that was in the temple of the LORD and have entrusted it to the supervisors
and workers.” '® Then Shaphan the secretary informed the king, “Hilkiah the priest
has given me a book.” And Shaphan read from it in the presence of the king.

% When the king heard the words of the Law, he tore his robes. ?° He gave these
orders to Hilkiah, Ahikam son of Shaphan, Abdon son of Micah, Shaphan the
secretary and Asaiah the king’s attendant: 2' “Go and inquire of the LORD for me
and for the remnant in Israel and Judah about what is written in this book that has
been found. Great is the LORD’s anger that is poured out on us because those who
have gone before us have not kept the word of the LORD; they have not acted in
accordance with all that is written in this book.”

2% Then the king called together all the elders of Judah and Jerusalem. 3° He went
up to the temple of the LORD with the people of Judah, the inhabitants of Jerusalem,
the priests and the Levites—all the people from the least to the greatest. He read in
their hearing all the words of the Book of the Covenant, which had been found in the
temple of the LORD. ' The king stood by his pillar and renewed the covenant in the
presence of the LORD—to follow the LORD and keep his commands, statutes and
decrees with all his heart and all his soul, and to obey the words of the covenant
written in this book.

32 Then he had everyone in Jerusalem and Benjamin pledge themselves to it; the
people of Jerusalem did this in accordance with the covenant of God, the God of
their ancestors.



3 Josiah removed all the detestable idols from all the territory belonging to the
Israelites, and he had all who were present in Israel serve the LORD their God. As
long as he lived, they did not fail to follow the LORD, the God of their ancestors.

INTRODUCTION

How quickly the Word was lost in Judah! It had only been two generations since good
king Hezekiah reigned! What can you think of that was valued in the past and no longer
has the same value today? Why is that the case?

Pastor Birkholz commenting on the USA spiritual scene. those 86 churches (in the tri-county Kalispell area) are
really serving a population that's more than 38,000. They're effectively serving and drawing people from the
entire valley. So, if we follow the present formula for median/average church size (worship attendance
weekly) of 75, we're looking at a community in which roughly 6400 people attend worship in a formal
church on any given Sunday in the area. That's about 6% of the population. No, that's not an
overstatement of how anti-church the culture has actually become in the past 21 years. Colorado for
example was at about a 13% rate in the early 00's. Currently that state is about 8%. That's how
dramatically and downwardly the U.S. spiritual scene has changed in one generation.

INTO THE TEXT

1. Inverse 19, we see the law cut King Josiah to the heart when he tore his robes.
However, fear of the law is not what motivated a change in behavior. We see that
motivation in verse 32. Describe it.

2. What were the effects of the Word of God on the people?

APPLYING IT

1. Often in our everyday lives, we see the law motivate behavior but not change hearts.
Give examples.

2. In what ways can people see that the gospel has impacted your life?
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3. What can we do to ensure the Word is treasured for generations to come?

4. Look at your challenge card. How do each of those suggested commitments work
toward this goal?
